East Liberty Auto Plant Timeline

1987
Honda Motor Co. announces a 5-year strategy to establish self-reliant motor 
vehicle operation in the United States, capable of creating and producing 
exclusive models for American customers.

1988
Ohio Gov. Richard Celeste and Honda Motor Co. President Tadashi Kume break 
ground for the $380 million East Liberty Auto Plant (ELP).

1989
Production of the Civic Sedan begins at ELP as the plant pioneers returnable- 
parts containers and waterborne paint in mass production.

1991
To meet customer demand, ELP associates add production of the Accord Sedan 
and complete their first major model change for the 1992 Civic Sedan.

1992
ELP launches the Civic Coupe as its first exclusive model.

1996
Continuing to expand its capabilities, ELP begins production of another 
exclusive model, the Acura CL luxury coupe.

1998
The Honda Civic GX natural gas vehicle goes into production at ELP, the 
cleanest automobile powered by an internal combustion engine ever tested by 
the U.S. EPA.

2000
While launching the new-model 2001 Civic, ELP becomes the first plant to 
implement Honda’s flexible “New Manufacturing System” in North America.

2001
The Civic GX natural gas vehicle becomes the first car certified as a Partial Zero 
Emission Vehicle (P-ZEV).

2002
Associates launch the Honda Element, transforming ELP into a plant that 
produces passenger cars and light trucks.

2006
Production of the popular Honda CR-V begins at ELP, as the Honda Civic and 
Honda Ridgeline sweep the North American Car and Truck of the Year awards.

2008
The natural gas-powered 2008 Civic GX earns the top ranking on the ACEEE’s 
“Greenest Vehicles” list for the 5th straight year.

2009
19 years of Civic production ends as ELP focuses on production of the high-
volume Honda CR-V and Element models, and finalizes preparations to build the 
all-new Honda Accord Crosstour.

2009
On Nov. 3, the associates launch the all-new Honda Accord Crosstour.
